The minutes were sent out prior to the conference call for review by members of the executive board.  There were no corrections. A motion was made by Debby Houston, second by Nina Beaman, to approve the minutes as circulated.  The motion was approved.

President – Karen Nichols-Skoff: have sent in the paperwork to the AAMA regarding the new list of VSMA officers and committee chairs and the Delegate/ Alternate Delegates to the 2017 National Conference in Ohio.
Vice President – Nina Beaman: no report

Secretary – Dee Zachau: absent/ no further report

Treasurer – Debby Houston: Amount in bank account as of August 1, 2017 is $17,104.15. Amount in the money market account as of August 1, 2017 is $9,692.10. Received dues rebate check from the AAMA on August 19, 2017 in the amount of $3860.00. Will deposit the check this week, as well as mail out checks to all delegates and alternate delegate. Debby has requested that each officer, delegate and alternate delegate send her an email with the correct mailing address.

Immediate Past President – Deb Benson: no report

Parliamentarian – Joyce Hardee: no report

Budget and Finance – Vicki Brewer: Went over the amounts in the VSMA bank and money market accounts.

Bylaws – Virginia Thomas: Our revised bylaws were sent to the Chair of the AAMA Bylaws Committee and have been approved.  VSMA bylaws follow the AAMA.

Certification – Tanisha Farissier: absent
Credentials – Virginia Thomas: no report

Insurance Liaison – Deb Benson: have sent several insurance updates to Carolyn to update the VSMA website.

Membership – Doretta Zachau: absent but sent a report; Dee and her committee conducted a survey to members that did not renew their membership with the AAMA.  The committee received 10 responses: no longer working in the field, cannot afford the cost, employer does not require membership and does not cover the cost, and did not feel they received any benefit from membership.
Nominating – Deb Benson: beginning to work on getting nominations with the committee. Need the paperwork that Virginia Thomas created.  Virginia stated that these can be found on the VSMA website but she has a sample she will send to Deb that shows how the committee uses the scoring sheet. Will send those via email this week.

Public policy and health careers – Nina Beaman: no threats to practice right now.  There is a bill from Child Protective Services that a parent/ guardian cannot human traffic a child in their custody.

Publicity and Website – Carolyn Johnson: absent. Did send a report stating that the website is up to date and that the VSMA website was submitted for an EXCEL Award at this year’s Conference.

2-year strategic plan – Debby Houston: was approved at the April conference. Will review by the next meeting to see where we are with the goals set in place and re-evaluate if needed.

2017 annual conference – Debby Houston/ Deb Benson: Will send out an email following the conference call with the numbers from the meeting for an email vote.

2017 fall education seminar – Jennifer Dickerson: the seminar will be the November 11, 2017 at ECPI (2809 Emery wood Parkway) in Richmond.  A block of 10 rooms has been reserved at the Westin (6631 W. Broad Street, Richmond/ phone 804-205-5207) for $129 a night until October 27th.  Looking at offering 5-6 CEUs.  Fees have not been set now but will be emailed along with the registration information for a vote soon to President Nichols-Skoff.  She will forward to the board for an email vote.
2018 annual conference – Virginia Thomas: we are looking at one of the last 2 weekends in April 2018 for the conference.  Virginia is waiting for the medical assisting program director at the Virginia Beach Bryant and Stratton campus to commit to one of these weekends.  Once that has been done, the contract can be signed for the hotel at Virginia Beach Town Center.  Looking at partnering with CASAT for their free fetal alcohol training seminar either Friday afternoon or on Sunday morning of the conference, as well as regular sessions.  Ms. Thomas has asked for assistance from anyone that is available, whether it be for door prizes, vendors, etc. Once the weekend has been locked down, Ms. Thomas will begin working on the schedule for the weekend.  Hope to have a lot more information available by the November meeting.

2. AAMA House of Delegates: Debby Houston is asking that any delegates or alternate delegate consider serving on one of the reference committees in Ohio.
